This is a written test format. After lessons on the properties of water the following questions will be asked:

1.  Name the three states in which water can be found. Write at least two facts about each form.

2. Illustrate water in each of its forms.

3. John's mother left a bottle of water in the trunk of their car.  That night it got extremely cold.  When John's mother opened the trunk that morning she discovered a cracked water bottle.  

a.  How would you explain what happened?
b.  When mom took the bottle out of the car, some of the water spilled onto the sidewalk.  When she came back later, there wasn't any water on the sidewalk.  What facts or ideas does this show.

4.  Write a paragraph describing the water cycle of a drop of water and the different states it goes through.
Create a visual of the water cycle and label it.
