An improper fraction is a fraction that has a numerator larger than or equal to its denominator.

A mixed number is a number that has an integer part and a fractional part.

Example:

To change an improper fraction to a mixed number, follow these steps:
1. Divide the denominator into the numerator 

2. Write the remainder as a fraction in simplest form. 

To change a mixed number to an improper fraction, follow these steps:
1. Multiply the integer part by the denominator of the fraction and add the numerator. 

2. Write the result from step 1 over the denominator. 

3. Write the improper fraction in simplest form.
