The writing process as a five-step process got started in California about 25 years ago.  It was taught in the San Francisco Bay area and for many years was referred to as the Bay Area Approach.  It had the following steps:

1.  Prewriting:  brainstorm and get ideas to write about


2.  First Draft:  use your ideas to write a rough draft

3.  Revision:  change or rearrange what you wrote to 




make it better 

4. Final Copy:  edit and make a perfect copy

5. Publication:  share it with others!

I also wanted to know interesting facts about famous writers.  Edgar Allan Poe was the first horror story writer in the 1800’s with his Tell-Tale Heart.  He also had a drug problem and many relationships.  Stephen King, our modern-day horror writer, writes everyday of the year except on his birthday.  And did you know that Emily Dickenson, the poet, lived almost like a hermit upstairs in her bedroom in her father’s house until she died, an old-maid?

So, as you can see, writing is serious and writers have interesting lives!  I’ve decided to use the writing process more now and maybe I’ll get better results; but I don’t want to write horror or end up an old maid!  So, I’ll stick to my poems and stories and feel inspired!
